This course examines the social, economic and
cultural history of the British Isles during the period, one of the most tumultuous in modern
English history. The instructor will add some personal reminiscences as he lived through

these events. Topics incl

ude: the Blitz, mass evacuation, food and clothes rationing, the arts,

women’s role in the factory and at home, nationalization and post-war austerity. Military and
foreign affairs will be considered only when they impact on the socio-economic history of

the period. One or two
films from the period,
including Listen to
Britain and A Diary for
Timothy will be screened
to help recreate the
atmosphere of that era.
Class participation
(through group and
general discussion) is an
important aspect of the
course.
