Paper Specifications (Undergraduate/Graduate): 

Basically the paper is the same material and purpose as the talk, just in a different format.  You can make changes if you want (especially in response to feedback (I like that)) but don’t have to (if you want the same mark).  You should be a little more precise with your citing of references (e.g. for background material, and can be a little more precise with numbers, but please don’t lose your point in details, especially methodological ones. 

1. Scope (coverage) – same as talk  - same number of papers

2. Objective – same as talk – make a convincing argument for a single point based on data from multiple studies

3. Operational definitions – same as talk – explain what things mean. This goes for interpretations and conclusions.  If you don’t say, I can only assume that you don’t know what they mean – and that’s not good is it?

4. Figures – same as talk (approximately) – use figure to show data. Don’t have to be exactly the same, but can be. Intersperse figures within text.

5. References  - same as talk.

6. Length – 10-13 pages double spaced, counted without figures or references.  Grad: 15-20 pages, exclusive of figs and refs.

7. Audience – Same as talk – Pitch to your peers.

8. Format: Electronic and paper both please

9. Deadline: Last day of classes or 7 days after receiving feedback on your talk, which comes later.
