Course description: This 3 unit course takes place in Greece and Turkey, and will expose students to sites and monuments from a wide range of chronological periods.  Our focus will be on prehistoric and Classical Greece, and the ancient civilizations of Turkey. We will also pay attention to later periods of Greece and Turkey's history as well.  
For successful completion of the course all students must actively participate in the scheduled trips and meetings to the best of their ability.  The course will be conducted at various archaeological sites and museums throughout Greece and Turkey. There will be time for photographs and general tourism after the more formal site presentations each day by the professor or course participants. Please act appropriately while we are representing the University of Victoria overseas. Other students will follow you, and your good example now will help future students experience study-abroad fully. 
Evaluation: For full course credit, there will be 3 multiple choice quizzes given weekly (15% each). Students are responsible for (i.e., will be examined on) material presented on site or in museums.  For this reason, attendance at each meeting is very important for success in the course. All participants will also give at least one site report on a topic of their choice in consultation with the professor (25%). See attached list. The presentations should be approximately 20 minutes in length. Most likely the topic will be related to the final term paper which will be written when students return to North America, and turned in by August 1, 2011 (30%). In your presentation and report please discuss specific problems and issues, placing the monument or site in its temporal and cultural context. Do not merely repeat material in guide books.  
Grading: You must complete all requirements for the course in order to receive a passing grade.  Percentage grades are assigned to the quizzes, presentations, and research paper.
