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Workshop Description: 

“Protocols” can be a useful tool for sharing decision-making, control and responsibilities in collaborative research. Protocols can be integrated with legal mechanisms for protection of community rights in research and/or they can be used in a more educative way, to inform outside research collaborators about local community norms, etiquette, customs, expectations and available resources. The purpose of this workshop is to discuss the concepts, contexts and components of community protocols as potentially useful tools for collaborative research, and to exchange, share and discuss some existing examples. Participants are encouraged to bring examples of existing protocols and resources to share with the group. It is hoped that a composition list of resources from the session can be made available to participants for wider distribution and future use.
