	Introductory Activities/Warm-Up

 Have the students listen to the song and review what had been done last week with their partners by showing their parts with their hands.

Get into their partners and do the sequence in their hands.

After the 16 beats which they know about ask them how the music changes (slows down)

	 
See if students can remember parts before teacher interferes to help

	 
	Skill Development-Concept

 

 Have the students in their partners find a frozen warrior pose.

To a slow 4 beat (regular eight beats in the song) count have them twist their bodies around, then on the second four beat have them twist the other way.   Now have one partner look around slowly while the other one stands guard (frozen )

Take turns looking while the other partner guards .

In there partners take turns guarding and turning to the music. 

	 
Have them imagine that they are listening very carefully and suddenly the entire jungle has gone silent.

emphasize levels and effort

the teacher calls out the beats.


	 
	Culminating Activity

 

 Have students listen to the entire song so far and recreate the sequence with their partner on their hands.

Have students with their partners, move through the entire sequence so far .

Practice this a couple of times 
	 
2 eight beats each galloping, 2 eight beats each turning and guarding

try to move away from calling out the parts if possible

	 
	Closure

 Have them listen to the music and see if they can figure out what may happen next.
Discuss examples of interesting and different experiences throughout the class
 
	 

	 
	Evaluation

 Did they change when the music changes?
Did they work together as a group?
