IMAGERY IDEA

Hunting a snake then tribal dance to celebrate.

Grade 2 in pairs.

OBJECTIVES (TSWBA after lesson)
Cognitive: Move with purpose in relation the phrases of the music and the imagery of the dance

Affective: Appreciate the sense of a warrior.  Create own sense of a warrior.  Work co-operatively with a partner to create a celebration dance around the fire

Psychomotor: Gallop with strength and control.  Link movements smoothly to the phrases of the music. Anticipate changes and move with purpose and focus.

Put children into pairs to hunt. Later into groups of 4 or 5.


Modified from here on in to a creative choice sequence where the students decided the movements and how they could extend them.
