Lesson 4:





Grade: K/1





Goals/Objectives:


	-to move in a variety of levels, pathways, and directions using a variety of body shapes


	-to move co-operatively with a partner


	-to remember a series of dance moves





PLO's: it is expected that students will...


	-demonstrate body awareness when performing dance activities


	-move safely through space when creating movement sequences with or without music


	-perform locomotor and non-locomotor skills individually, with a partner, and with 	objects 


	-demonstrate basic dance steps, alone and with others 


	-use movement to respond to a variety of stimuli





Introduction:


	Review with student the dance so far.  Go over it once without music and then with music.  Tell them they are going to be learning the last part of the dance today.





Lesson:


	So far in the story, Pooh and left for his walk and was followed by the Woozle who was trying to get his honey, then the Woolze stole the honey and took off to meet with the other Woozles to celebrate.  Pooh, on the other hand, went off to meet with the other bears to get sympathy.  The next part of the dance is when Pooh follows the Woozle to get his honey back.  He then success and the dance is over.  Review and tell students last part of the story as to how it relates to the dance.


	Have student face their partner in their own space since in this part of the dance, the students are now back with their partners having just come from the circle.  In the next part, the Woozles will be moving like Poohs when they had the honey, and Poohs will be moving like the Woozles when they didn't have the honey.  Review with students their new movements.  Have students jump right in with doing the lead/follow sequence with their partners.  Do first without music and with counting so that if need be, the teacher can stop the students and guide them further in what they should be doing.  Once they have this down, add music.  


	Tell students that they will be moving twice and stopping twice.  At this time, there will be a pause in the music.  During this pause, the Poohs are going to grab the honey back from the Woozles.  As soon as the music starts up again, the Poohs and Woozles are going to go back to their circles for the final "beware' sequences.'  Add the next lead/follow sequence to the rest of the dance.  Go over last part of dance (from second lead/follow sequence to the end) with the music. 





Conclusion:


	Do the entire dance to music!





Lesson 5





Grade: K/1





Goals/Objectives:

	-to have dance ready to perform in front of an audience

	-demonstrate basic dance steps, alone and with others

Introduction:


	Inform students that soon they will be performing the dance in front of the school so today they will be perfecting the dance, and talking about what will be required of them for the performance.





Lesson:


	Have students practice dance with the music.  Do at least twice, but more if needed.  Also do over how they will enter and exit the gymnasim.  Discuss where they need to go on the stage once they are up there, and what to do when the music stops.  This will be different for every school and performance.
