	Introductory Activities/Warm-Up

 

 Follow the leader to music using learned movement vocabulary
Stretch
	 Take off shoes and socks

	 
30 min
	Skill Development-Concept

Discuss how students think the dance should end (settling to the ground, spread out, in a pattern, dance to edge of gym etc?)
 What does it mean to settle?
Have students describe ‘settle’

Ask students to find an empty place in the gym and form an interesting leaf shape with their bodies.

Tell them you will give them 16 beats with the claves to settle to the floor.  
 Describe hints and hurrahs of what you saw.
Repeat the activity.

Play final 30 seconds of the music and have student indicate where the settling music begins.

Have students ‘settle’ to the music.

Go through entire dance
 
	 
How is the word ‘settle’ different than ‘fall’ or ‘collapse’?

Make sure they are well spread out.

Point out examples of students’ settling and have rest of the class model examples
Remind them of the different sections/movements.  How are they to begin?  Remind them of starting shapes and being aware of others as they gradually ‘fall off the branches’
