4. Creep

a. “How can you move in a frightened way”?  Explore

b. Refine

5. Freeze in frightened shape

a. Explore

b. Refine

c. Connect to creep

i. /A/ leads the creep for 7 beats with a freeze, /B/ follows and matches /A/’s frightened shape

ii.  /B/ leads the creep for 7 beats with a freeze, /A/ follows and matches /B/’s frightened shape

6. Connect skip/freeze/creep/freeze/creep/freeze

a. practice with teacher’s verbal cues (counting out beats)

b. practice with just the instrument

7. ½ & ½ Share time

a. Match up partner sets

b. “What was most interesting about their dance?”

c. “What did you notice about the performers creep?”

d. Connections/Compliments/Comments
