CATEGORY - Criteria for Appropriate rating of the off-the-ball movement

1. Base – Recover to position behind or attacking opponent’s target area.

2. Decision Making  - Read with anticipatory movement of moving-back behind baseline to press/defend or moving-in to attack opponent’s response.

3. Cover – Respond with quick split-step preparation as opponent strikes the ball

4. Adjust – React to ball with push-off movement into shot execution.

5. Skill Execution - Sending the ball back into the court to the appropriate target area-- striking the ball in the hitting zone and setting up for recovery. 
Key:  “(” Appropriate response. “X” Inappropriate response.
Instructions:  Start each point with a skill execution or Base component. If successful use a “( “ if not use a “X”. Fill cell until point complete.  Then mark “X or (” in point won or lost column on the row for the last shot played. Similarly, repeat for each GPAI component (X or () as each point is played.  Focus on rating skill execution and one or two GPAI components until point won or lost.  If possible make small notes in cell.  Make summary notes on the bottom of column when giving feedback to player.
